Terms and conditions - Scholarship Le Cordon Bleu Paris

Introduction

Le Cordon Bleu Paris is organizing a competition, giving participants the chance to win a
scholarship for three culinary arts training programmes at Le Cordon Bleu Paris institute : a 6-
month or 9-month Diploma in Cuisine (intensive or standard format) for 1* place, a 6-week or
12-week Basic Certificate in Patisserie (intensive or standard format) for 2" place, and a 5.5-
hour bakery workshop for 3" place. All course materials will be provided during the school
terms.

The Le Cordon Bleu Paris Scholarship cannot be exchanged for cash or any equivalent value and
cannot be transferred by the competition winner.

The Le Cordon Bleu Paris Scholarship can only be used at Le Cordon Bleu Paris institute and not
at any other institute within the network.

The Le Cordon Bleu Paris Scholarship can be used for one of the 2027 intakes: January, April,
July, or October 2027.

No fees are required to participate in the competition.

Eligibility

You are not eligible to participate in the competition if you are an employee, a relative, or an
associate of an employee or agent of Le Cordon Bleu Paris, or of any parent, subsidiary, or
affiliated company.

To enter the competition, you must be a legal resident of France at the time of your application
and remain so throughout the duration of the competition and for any period during which you
stay in France to benefit from the scholarship if you are selected as the winner.

By entering this competition, you agree that Le Cordon Bleu Paris is entitled, at any time during
the competition, to request proof of your legal right to remain in France.

You must be at least 18 years old by 11:59 PM CET on the application deadline date.

Applications must be submitted by the individual participating in the competition and cannot be
made on behalf of another person or transferred.

This competition is dedicated to amateurs. You are not eligible to participate if you already hold
a Le Cordon Bleu certificate (from any institute worldwide) or any other culinary arts diploma
(such as a CAP).

The Competition
To apply, you must answer several questions. Your application must be accompanied by your CV.
