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What is an Education Visa?

A Non-Immigrant “Category ED” Visa is granted to foreign 
students who enrol in a course of  study in Thailand

Education Visa 



Foreign students can apply for a Non-Immigrant “Category ED” Visa by 

submitting a visa application and the COE package to the Thai 

Embassy/Consulate outside Thailand. 

Only those students from Bangladesh, China, India, 

the Middle East, Nigeria & Sri Lanka 

are required to apply for a visa at the Thai Embassy/Consulate

in their own country.

Departure Card (TM.6)

Your departure card (TM.6) must be kept securely in your passport
at all times – please do not lose it!  It will be processed by the 

Immigration Officer when your next depart Thailand.

Departure Card (TM.6)

In the event your Departure Card is lost, you must report this to the 
nearest police station.  

A Student Services Officer will be contacted and will escort you to 
the Immigration where a replacement card will be issued. 



An extension of  a NON-Immigrant ED visa is permitted for no more 
than 90 days at a time, and no more than 1 year (maximum) from 
the date of  entry.

Visa Extension



A Student Services Officer will inform the student by SMS or email 
to arrange an appointment with Immigration and to advise of  the 
rules applying to all students who need to extend their visa.

The Student Services Officer will arrange transport and escort 
students to the Immigration to extend their visa.

A fee of  THB 1,900, payable to the Immigration, applies for a 3 
month visa extension

Penalty for Overstaying on your visa

The minimum charge is 500 baht per day and the maximum is 
20,000 baht if  you overstay for 40 or more days

Students who overstay for more than 40 days will be banned from 
re-entering the country as follows:

Overstay more than 90 Days – 1 year ban from Thailand

Overstay more than  1 Year – 3 year ban from Thailand

Overstay more than  3 Years – 5 year ban from Thailand

Overstay more than 5 Years – 10 year ban from Thailand

Overstaying your Visa



Notification of  residence

According to section 38 of  the 1979 of  the Immigration Act, 

“House owners, heads of  landlords or Managers of  hotels who accommodate 

foreign nationals on a temporary basis who stay in the kingdom legally must 

notify the local immigration authorities within 24 hours from the time of  arrival 

of  the foreign national”

Please note that the notification of  residence of  foreign nationals 

must be completed within 24 hours from the time of  arrival of  the 

foreign national. 

This will affect your request for Visa Extension in the future.

Students who plan to exit Thailand and return to Thailand  
will need to update their  arrival date to Thailand with their 
House owner, Heads of  Landlords each time they re-enter 

Thailand. 

Important !



Notification 90 days Report

If  you are a foreigner staying in Thailand for a period longer 
than 90 consecutive days and holding a Non-Immigrant Visa 
or Extension of  Stay, you are required by Thai Immigration 
to report your current address every 90 days.

However, if  you leave Thailand anytime during the 90-day 
period, then the day count will re-start on your re-entry into 
Thailand and will be counted as Day 1.

If  students stay in Thailand over 90 days and do not notify 
to the Immigration they will incur a penalty

A Fine at THB 2,000 ฿ will be imposed.

Notification 90 days Report



A re-entry permit allows visitors to 
leave Thailand for a brief  period of  

time to travel to another country and 
then re-enter Thailand on the same 

visa.

Students who plan to leave Thailand 
must apply 

for “Re – Entry permit” before 
leaving, if  not your visa will be 

cancelled automatically.

Re-entry Permit



Place of  issue of  Re – Entry Permit:

You need to obtain the re-entry permit before you travel at:

• Thai Immigration located at Chaengwattana Road, Bangkok

• Any other local immigration office

• International airports such as Don Mueang and Suvarnabhumi

The current fees for re-entry permits are as follows: 

1,000 Baht for single

3,800 Baht for multiple
